Single-Session Programs:
Provide youth basic skills & knowledge

Teen Dating Violence Awareness:

o Learn about dynamics of teen dating violence
and how to help a friend involved in an abusive
relationship. Available in half hour, one hour, &
one and a half hour sessions.

Bullying Awareness & Prevention:

o Learn about dynamics of bullying, how to
respond when a friend is being bullied, and
discuss how bullying affects the community.
Available in half hour, one hour, & one and a half
hour sessions.

Healthy Relationships:

o Explore the basics of a healthy relationship,
what students want in a relationship, and
healthy ways to resolve conflict. Available in one
hour & one and a half hour sessions.

Creating an "Upstander” Community:

Bystander Intervention:

o Engage in dialogue and activities about
bystander intervention and how to intervene
safely and appropriately when someone is in
danger. Available in one and a half hour & two
hour sessions.

Evidence-based program that raises awareness
of healthy and abusive dating relationships and
the causes and consequences of abusive
relationships. Provides skills and resources to
help themselves or friends and develop healthy
dating habits. Available in four, six, or ten fifty-
minute sessions.
